Why vote in this election? On November 2, you will have the oppor-
tunity to make a choice in a very important election.  Positions for Advi-
sory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) will be on the ballot and these 
positions are extraordinarily significant.  Commissioners make decisions 
on a neighborhood level that directly impact our day-to-day 
lives.  These are the people who vote on the design of new construction 
projects, whether restaurants get liquor licenses, and whether to allow 
developers to depart from zoning requirements.  They can influence 
how police are deployed, when streets get paved and sidewalks fixed, 
and how quickly street lights get repaired.  When neighbors put in re-
quests for services and the government is not responsive, Commission-
ers have the power to make things happen.  By law, government agen-
cies must give the positions of the ANC "great weight."  In sum, they 
effect everything that happens, or doesn't happen, in our neighbor-
hood.  Please make certain to vote on November 2nd.  It’s important!

ANC 2C03 Challenger Rickey Williams 
 

Originally born in NYC, but lived briefly in Pittsburgh , PA , I moved 
to Washington , DC in 1996 to obtain an education.  After completing 
a BA degree in Political Science at George Washington University in 
2001, I decided to stay in the Washington area as I had fallen deeply in 
love with DC and the opportunities afforded individuals.  I currently 
work as an Assistant Property Manager with Lincoln Property Com-
pany in Washington .  
 

After living in three different neighborhoods over the course of ten 
years (Foggy Bottom, Tenleytown & Capitol Hill), I moved to Shaw 
mid-2008.  Instantly, I wanted to call it “home,” realizing the strong 
potential of the neighborhood and surrounding communities, but also 
recognizing the significant challenges we face. 
 

At first I was dismayed seeing these many challenges, but then decided 
to take action to help my neighborhood ‘be all it could be.’ I began 
advocating for change and was able to effect significant changes in the 
area.  These accomplishments are as follows, but not limited to: 
 

- Successfully petitioned the city to replace the run-down park fence 
at 6th and N Streets, NW and keep it clean, well-maintained and se-
cure. 
- Kept in constant contact with MPD and city officials to provide for a 
safe community, resulting in families of the neighborhood being able to 
safely use areas once overrun with drugs and criminal activity. 
- Advised O Street Giant Mgt. to better maintain their property free 
of loiterers, miscreants and criminal activity.  Involved Ward 2 council-
man & MPD on this project. 
- Successfully petitioned for more truancy & curfew enforcement. 
- Have DPR properly maintain city park areas and lighting. 
 

It was during my advocacy efforts, I discovered and came in contact 
with my local ANC 2C.  At first, I was very disappointed to find our 
ANC in the condition it was in, but most upsetting was the fact that 
the Commissioner for my particular area, Doris Brooks, did not seem 
to take her job as seriously as I had taken my advocacy efforts.  After 
joining neighborhood civic associations, I have found myself sur-
rounded by people determined to improve our community, but there 
was no similar commitment by our ANC as a whole, and in particular, 
Commissioner Brooks.  After realizing this, I decided I wanted to bring 
my abilities to create a better run ANC.  I want to make it the fully 
functional body it is.   
 

If elected as ANC Commissioner, I would like to do the following 
things: 
 

-  Create a website for our ANC so that people may interact with it 
from their homes 
-  Distribute ANC agenda to all the buildings in our area that they may 
be aware of the business before the Commission 
-  Push elected officials and other organizations to improve security 
and neighborhood services 
-  Work with the Management Companies, Condo Boards and busi-
nesses in our area to help improve quality of life issues for residents 
-  Work closely with other ANCs on shared concerns to our resi-
dents 
-  Keep residents aware of any advocacy efforts on my part 
-  Help maintain the diversity of our neighborhood so that all citizens 
may enjoy its unique location and myriad advantages 
-  Work to create the kind of community residents advise me they 
want

Marge Maceda, a candidate for ANC for 6C01 has been an active mem-
ber of the D.C. community for many years.  As an educator, her life has 
been dedicated to working with children. She has a Masters degree in 
Education Administration and Supervision. She is licensed to teach ele-
mentary children, special needs children and children in Early Childhood 
Education. She taught first grade in DCPS as well as special education  
She has worked with the last 2 Mayors on the Mayors Advisory Com-
mission for Early Childhood, and the Mayors Advisory Commission for 
Special Education. Marge is an approved trainer for the Office of Early 
Childhood in DC. Presently, she is the Principal of a preschool Academy 
serving 75 children in Alexandria, Va. 
 
Marge has lived many years in the Southwest community where she 
became the President of the Southwest Neighborhood Assembly and 
served in that office for more than 5 years. During her tenure, the As-
sembly continued to publish its monthly newspaper “The Southwester” 
an 8-12 page local newspaper for the community. She helped the Youth 
task force to set up and continue to offer classes to certify babysitters 
for the community. A program was developed to offer computer classes 
to young people where after taking a training class were given com-
puters for them to use in their homes. Monthly programs for the SW 
community included chats with Dr. Dorothy Haight and Ms. Cissy Mar-
shall, wife of Thurgood Marshall. 
 
Working to make Southwest an involved community she helped with 
the restoration of the old call boxes now painted and restored to pro-
mote the Cherry Blossom Festival. She also assisted the waterfront 
community by being a judge for their fabulous Parade of Boats along the 
Potomac during the holidays A photo display of Southwest Then and 
Now showed a collection of what the community looked like during the 
50’s during regentrification and through the present time. 
 
As SW began to develop, she worked closely with ANC 6D to help 
pave the way for the Nationals Baseball stadium, Look at and work to 
get the best developer for t he waterfront project along the Anacostia 
and helped to secure office space and meeting space for the civic asso-
ciation as well as the ANC at no charge .  Making these things come 
about needed funds and Marge helped by working with the community 
to raise the necessary funds. A jazz concert and an Antique Road show 
type event helped raise money for these and other projects. 
 
Now having moved to K at City Vista, she serves as the Treasurer of 
the Condo board, and is a member of the Cross Condo organization. 
Marge looks forward to serving here as your representative in the ANC.

ANC 6C Residents, 
 

I am Rob Amos and I am a candidate for ANC 6C Single Member Dis-
trict (SMD) 6C02 because I am greatly concerned about the quality of 
life for the residents of our SMD and want to continue working to 
improve our community. 
 

The role of the Commissioner is to represent his or her constituents 
and advise our District Government on important matters concerning 
public safety, planning and zoning, public space, transportation, alco-
holic beverage licenses, and other public policy issues. The Commis-
sioner’s opinion is given “great weight” on such matters. 
 

I moved to Washington, DC in 1987 and I have been a resident of N 
Street NW since 2003. I’ve been working as an advocate of our 
neighborhoods for the past 5 years:  
 

• For the past two years, I have been the Citizen Chair of the ANC 6C 
Planning, Zoning, and Environment Committee. 
• I have been an active participant in other ANC Committees as well as 
in each monthly Full ANC Commission meeting. 
• I am currently on the Board of Directors for the Mount Vernon 
Square Neighborhood Association (MVSNA) 
• Previously, I was Treasurer for the Association. 
 

As part of my work with ANC 6C, I: 
 

• I was instrumental in forging an understanding between Mount Leba-
non Baptist Church and the residents of 6C02 regarding their plans for 
a Community Development Center and housing.  
• I worked with B&M Market to address alcoholic beverage licensing 
issues. 
• I worked with the Office of Planning and Historic Preservation to 
help preserve the facades of the Morgan Street properties that col-
lapsed this past spring. 
• I fought to ensure that the rights of the residents were respected and 
our issues were addressed by Ward 5 during the Martin Luther King 
“Reclaim the Dream” Rally at Dunbar High School. 
• I continue to work with Primal Fitness Gym and the residents to 
ensure that the issues of all parties are addressed and continue to rep-
resent the ANC at the Zoning Hearings. 
 

As your Commissioner, I would make these my top priorities: 
 

Increased Public Safety – Our neighborhood continues to struggle with 
crime and safety issues. We still are faced with open-air drug markets, 
robberies, burglaries, and crimes against our youth.  As Commissioner, 
I will be able to use a stronger voice to address these issues with 
MPD-1D and MPD-5D as well as work with the District to address the 
vacant and blighted properties which are magnets for illegal activity. 
 

Traffic Calming – Our neighborhood has several of the most dangerous 
intersections in the District. With the opening of Walker-Jones and 
new businesses, pedestrian and bicycle traffic trying to cross or travel 
along New York Avenue has increased while the number and speed of 
cars has also increased. I will work to find ways to make our streets 
safer for all of us to travel on and cross over. 
 

Smarter Development - Our community is beginning to expand with new 
development. The first buildings of the NorthWest One project are 
under construction and other developments are being planned. We 
have new residential and retail being developed on all sides of us. As 
Commissioner, I will fight to make sure that the development and 
amenities those projects bring to our area address the needs of all the 
residents of SMD 6C02 – not just other ANCs or Wards.

Stronger Communities – Our SMD is physically divided by New York Ave-
nue, but it doesn’t need to divide our community. An issue for one side 
is also an issue for the other – we all share the same wants and desires 
and I intend to strengthen the connections between residents of both 
sides.
