
NJ Avenue Zoning Update 
On October 7th, a sizable group of neighbors testified in opposition to the zoning variance requests for the 
unsafe problem properties at 1238 and 1242 NJ Ave NW.  2 neighbors were granted party status.  MVSNA 
sent a letter opposing the variances reflected by a vote at our September meeting.  The BZA denied the 
zoning variance request for 1238 NJ Ave as the owner could not prove a unique practical difficulty necessi-
tating the variances.  The owner then decided to  request a postponement of the case for 1242 NJ Ave (the 
one that fell down) to reassess his options.  The BZA rescheduled the case for November 25th, 1pm. 
 

Case Number : 17813 - Application of DRM & Associates, Inc. (Area Variance) pursuant to 11 DCMR § 3103.2, for a variance 
from the lot area requirements under subsection 401.3, a variance from the rear yard requirements under section 404, a variance 
from the open court requirements under section 406, a variance from the nonconforming structure provisions under subsection 
2001.3 (b), and a variance from the parking requirements under subsection 2101.1, to allow the conversion of a one-family dwell-
ing to a four (4) unit apartment building for the elderly, in the R-4 District at premises 1242 New Jersey Avenue, N.W. (Square 
523, Lot 850).  
 

Thank you to all neighbors who took the time to weigh in on this important issue.  ANC 6C intends to re-
visit this case at both of their meetings in November.  Neighbors may submit feedback to Commissioners 
ryan.velasco@anc.dc.gov and mdixon402@hotmail.com.
