
Next month, I’ll be stepping down as President of the Mount 
Vernon Square Neighborhood Association, a position that I 
have been privileged to hold since 2006.  In my final presi-
dent’s column, I’d like to reflect on how far we’ve come 
over the past five years. 
 

We’re larger.  When I moved to Mount Vernon Square, the Association had only recently expanded to include the historic 
district east of New Jersey Avenue.  In 2007, we expanded once again to include the Triangle.  The 2011-12 board of directors 
slate includes five Triangle residents and, for the first time, a majority of Ward 6 residents.  I’m encouraged by the Triangle 
representation – it shows how quickly we have come to be recognized as the group representing its residents. 
 

We’re stronger.  Our board of directors expanded from 6 to 11 members.  We’ve applied for 501(c)(3) status, which will 
soon make membership dues tax deductable.  We created a new website.  Our neighborhood blog is top notch.  The 
MVSNA yahoo list boasts 412 active members. 
 

We’re safer.  We now have effective and responsive police leadership for our area.  We shut down multiple drug 
houses.  We pushed and got “ShotSpotter” so that there is immediate police response to gunfire.  Rather than an illegal porn 
shop at 5th and Eye Streets, we now have outdoor summer movies.  Prostitution, drug use, and litter in the Triangle area are 
substantially reduced with increased police presence, removal of the trash transfer station and storage, and relocation of 
McKenna’s Wagon.  Even the crosswalk at 5th and New York Avenue is (slightly) safer. 
 

We’re building.  We’ve drastically reduced the number of vacant properties by being the lead advocates for vacant and 
blighted property tax enforcement citywide, working with property owners such as Third Street Church of God to sell and 
develop vacant houses, and pushing the city to move projects along, such as that at 4th and Ridge.  The 1200 Block of 4th Street, 
with new homes, sidewalks, and more development underway is unrecognizable from the overgrown and desolate place it was 
a few years ago.  Of course, all of the new Triangle-area homes, restaurants, Safeway, and retail is fantastic. 
 

We’re better represented.  For the first time in many, many years, we will have a fully functional, competent, and respon-
sive Advisory Neighborhood Commission for ANC 2C.  MVSNA board members are also very active within ANC 6C.
